Some of us may recall 

this former liturgical 

arrangement and all 

of us will have seen this 

tabernacle veil!  The very 

rich fabric of this veil uses 

vines, flowers and foliage 

to proclaim the death and 

Resurrection of Christ and 

His literal presence within 

the tabernacle.  The use of 

the vine recalls Christ’s words: “I am the vine; you 

are the branches” and symbolises the life of grace 

that flows from the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass to 

His Bride: the Church.  Therefore, the red flowers 

evoke the Precious Blood of Christ poured out in 

His Passion and offered to us in Holy Communion.  

The blossoming plants remind us that from His 

death comes the Resurrection and the Baptismal 

hope of eternal life; therefore, the gold and green 

foliage speaks of the heavenly glory that awaits us.  

Overall, the fabric portrays the garden of Eden that 

has been restored through Christ: this is paradise 

regained, creation has been redeemed, the Church 

flourishes and all people are invited to share in the 

risen life of Christ.  The new fabric of the ambo 

and lectern falls provides a deep visual link with 

the tabernacle veil and is a symbol, not merely of 

the past, but of the future glory of our parish!
