In his seminal book “Calvary and the Mass” Fulton
J. Sheen expresses three principal themes about the
Holy Sacrifice of the Eucharist; namely it is:

1. The centre and summit of all Christian worship.

2. Inseparable from Christ’s supreme sacrifice on
Calvary; thus, the Mass unites us to the Cross.

3. A true sacrifice of the Son to the Father where
Jesus Christ is both the Priest and the Victim.
