«— This fabric is influenced by the
‘decorative vocabulary’ of both
Renaissance and Baroque design.
Its symmetrical ogee framework,
./ stylised floral motifs and scrolling
7 A acanthus foliage recall the silk
weavmgs produced in the great textile centres of
Florence, Venice and Lucca during the fifteenth and
sixteenth centuries; whilst the formal arrangement
of the pattern, with its richly ornamented foliage,
bears a striking resemblance to the English textile
tradition of the seventeenth century. The ordered
symmetry, upward floral forms and the stylised lily
evoke the Christian themes of harmony, purity and
beauty. Several ecclesiastical individuals and firms
of the nineteenth and twentieth centuries, such as
A.W.N. Pugin, commissioned fabrics with similar
motifs. These textiles were used in the making of
altar frontals, reredos hangings plus vestments and
later found a place in the aristocratic homes of the
period. We give thanks to God for generosity of
the person who paid for our new ambo & lectern
falls and we thank Frances Pollard for her artistry in
creating them; we now wait very expectantly for the
arrival of the Altar frontal in the same material!

Pope Leo XIV has appointed Archbishop Richard
Moth as Apostolic Administrator of the Diocese of
Northampton.
